What does a TEDx Talk contain?

What is a TEDx Talk?

A TEDx Talk is a showcase for speakers presenting great, well-formed
ideas. Talks are usually under 18 minutes and are delivered by a single
speaker, though the ideal length varies based on the format. Shorter
talks, ranging from 3 to 9 minutes, are common for concise, focused
ideas.

Why under 18 minutes?

While 18 minutes is the traditional limit for TED and TEDx Talks, many
talks are even shorter; some of the most impactful TED Talks have been
just 5 minutes.

That said, the ideal length can vary based on the format. A 3to 9 minute
talk might be perfect for a highly focused idea, while a dynamic
interview or dialogue between two speakers may naturally stretch a bit
longer, up to 30 minutes, when the format calls for it.
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Types of Talks:

1.

The big idea: The talks that make one or two very
strong points, and it's important.

. The tech demo: An onstage look at some clever new

invention that the speaker was a part of creating.

. The performance: Music, dance, magic, puppetry, or

some other performance to captivate your audience.

4. The artist’s statement: In these talks, artists

showcase their art and explain the meaning and
process behind what they create.

. The “dazzle with wonder”: These talks are mainly

about the amazement of science and discovery.

. The small idea: These talks are not about one big,

world-changing idea, but instead a very engaging
take on an interesting topic.

The “issue” talk: These talks expose your audience to
an issue that they may not otherwise know much
about.
